Think your dog is an A+ student? Then you might want to take things to a new 
level by participating in obedience trials. Obedience is one of the oldest sporting 
events, and it’s open to all dogs. From walking on and off leash to retrieving and 
jumping, or demonstrating your dog’s ability to stay, obedience classes further 
develop this wonderful relationship between dog and handler. 

Whether or not you compete, every dog owner should consider some form of 
obedience training. It’s the best way to establish good communication skills between you and your dog. 

Competition Obedience   Mondays   6:30 – 8:00 PM 
Classes introduce the fundamentals of the beginner,  novice and advanced obedience skills. Focus will be on 
developing the relationship between handler and dog while learning the basic trial skills; attention, heeling; 
recall, and stays, both on and off leash.       
Students will continue learning competition skills while being introduced to the basics of obedience trials.  
Students will be working both on and off leash, learning obedience skills to include directed jumping, dumbbell 
retrieval and hand signals.

RALLY OBEDIENCE 
Rally is all about teamwork. You and your dog navigate a course together, side-by-
side, at your own brisk pace. You move your dog through a course with signs where 
you perform different exercises. The courses are designed by the Rally judge (10-20 
signs per course, depending on the class level) that include various turns and 
commands such as sit, down, stay, etc.
